Grammar A2-1

Students will learn basic grammar in the first half of the beginner level, focusing on the 

contents of "Minna no Nihongo Elementary I." One lesson will be given every one or two 

days. There will be a vocabulary test in each lesson and a regular test every 6 lessons. 

Grammar A2-2 

December 2 (Tuesday) 2nd period – February 3 (Tuesday) 2nd period 

Students will learn basic grammar in the latter half of the beginner level, focusing on the 

contents of "Minna no Nihongo Elementary II". One lesson will be given every one or two 

days. There will be a vocabulary test in each lesson and a regular test every 6 lessons. 

*Progress may vary depending on the learner's level of Japanese language proficiency.
